GENERAL ADMISSIONS CRITERIA FOR 2026

The minimum admissions requirement is a National Senior
Certificat e (NSC) Bachelors pass — an achievement rating of 4
(adequate achievement 50-59%) or better in four subjects
chosen from the recognised 20 credit NSC subjects (known as
the designated subject list).

Final selection is made subject to the availability of space ina
specific programme, academic results and other entry requirements
where applicable.
